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WARRANT ARREST LEADS TO LARGE DRUG SEIZURE IN CARNEGIE

PITTSBURGH, PA – The Allegheny County Sheriff’s Office announces the apprehension of Damian 
Falchetti, 32 years of age of Carnegie. Falchetti had been wanted for less than twenty-four hours due to a 
violation of probation/parole regarding a 2017 drug arrest, which he pled guilty.

Sheriff’s deputies had arrested Falchetti on a non-support warrant in August 2017 at the Tiki Lounge in 
Southside, where he was working as a DJ. Upon arresting Falchetti, he was found to be in possession of 
crystal meth. Due to this new find, Falchetti was charged and pled guilty to Intent Possess Controlled 
Substance by Person Not Registered. However, Falchetti violated the terms of probation stemming from 
the guilty plea and a warrant was issued yesterday afternoon for his arrest.

This morning, sheriff’s deputies, with the assistance of Allegheny County Adult Probabtion, headed to an 
address in the 600 block of Lookout Street in Carnegie, where Falchetti had last known to be residing. 
Deputies made contact with a resident of the home, who stated that Falchetti was in an upstairs bedroom. 
Upon commanding Falchetti to surrender himself to the first floor of the residence, he obliged and was 
taken into custody without incident. While attempting to locate Falchetti, deputies viewed a significant 
amount of drug paraphernalia throughout the residence. Due to these findings, deputies obtained a 
search warrant for the Lookout Street address.

Upon completing a full search of the residence, deputies seized a large haul of suspected drugs, 
including: cocaine, crystal methamphetamine, ecstasy, edible marijuana candy, LSD (acid), marijuana, 
MDMA (molly), mushrooms and other unidentifiable pills. In addition to the suspected drugs, deputies 
also seized significant amount of US currency, four digital scales, a safe, two lockboxes, a money-
counting machine, a .38 revolver and several cellphones.

Falchetti was transported to the Allegheny County Jail, where he was lodged on the criminal bench 
warrant and will await arraignment on the new charges stemming from the search warrant results. 
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
